ADVERB CLAUSE (because + cause; you can change the order)  Chart 17-2

1.
I didn’t go to school because I was sick.

2.
Because I was sick, I didn’t go to school.

3.
I didn’t go to school since I was sick. 

4.
Since I was sick, I didn’t go to school.

5.
I can go to school now that I am well.

6.
Now that I am well, I can go to school.  (= “because now”)

7.
I didn’t go to school due to the fact that I was sick.

8.
Due to the fact that I was sick, I didn’t go to school.

PREPOSITION + NOUN PHRASE (because of + cause; you can change the order) Chart 19-1

I didn’t go to school because of my illness. 

10.
Because of my illness, I didn’t go to school.

11.
I didn’t go to school due to my illness.

12.
Due to my illness, I didn’t go to school.

CONJUNCTION (CONNECTING WORD-COMPOUND SENTENCE; you cannot change the order)
